Free of charge
Appearing on the site and subscribing to the Archi-Europe newsletters is completely free of charge for European architects.  Likewise for architecture students and specialist colleges appearing on the site www.archi-students.org
Profiles
The prime purpose of the site archi-students.org is to enable the 85,000 architecture students in Europe and the 420 specialised colleges to present themselves.
Each student has the possibility of creating an individual profile and presenting a maximum of 5 projects, and the student can choose to submit one of these to the creativity competition, the "Archi-Students Creative Award ®”, which is organized every year by Archi-Students.
A section has also been allocated to the various European specialised establishments who can describe their teaching, present the facilities offered to students, as well as presenting their teaching staff.
The site also has the original feature of providing precise information about the international exchange programmes as part of Erasmus.
Platform for exchanges between students and professionals
www.archi-students.org is a prime forum for exchanges between students, the architects of the future, and architects already practising today.  The students can use the site to publish their results in final examinations, search for traineeships and set out their professional desiderata.  The architecture firms and other players in the profession have the possibility of answering the requests made by the students and making their own proposals for traineeships and jobs.
International information platform
The role of the site is also to provide students with a wealth of information about their future working environment: new products, projects, presentation of famous architects, diary of the major professional events, etc.
Incorporating a forum, a library of downloadable documents, and many other initiatives, archi-students.org is an authentic international site available in 6 languages: French, English, Dutch, German, Italian and Spanish.
The Archi-Europe initiative for students has already received the approval and support of various large companies like Arcelor, Saint-Gobain Glass, Wienerberger, Btcino, Sony Vaio Europe and Epson Europe, who have joined in the project with enthusiasm, thus guaranteeing the quality of the content and that the many services offered to students will remain free of charge.
